Welcome

Cultural Committee – The students enjoyed a St. Patrick’s Day Irish dancing performance by several students.  The Franklin Institue of Science will be performing for the students on Monday, April 20th.  
Food Coupons – Sales were up this month – please keep buying your food coupons to benefit the Parish.

Parish Council – Clare Farmar, Co-President stated taht the last Parish Council meeting focused on the recent Twinning visit.  The Council also discussed promoting a raffle similiar to the school’s $20,000 Raffle.  The Parish has also begun collecting e-mail contacts for parishions in hopes of streamlining communications. She also noted that a check was mailed to the Franklin Institute of Science for the upcoming cultural event.
