Chaperoning is a serious responsibility. You are not only ensuring the safety of the students
who attend, you are a role model for the evening.

Chaperone Responsibilities

¢ Only parents and legal guardians can chaperone a dance. Chaperones cannot be a
member of your extended family, as it is important that the adults know the children in
attendance.

¢ Chaperones will be notified in advance. Only those who have been notified may attend
the dance.

4 Specific stations at which a chaperone is necessary include: the restrooms, the halls,
the exit doors, and the dance floor.
